Producer, price and vintage 
will not be disclosed until the close of the competition. The Director may, at 
his discretion, recognize outstanding performances by an individual winery or 
importer following tabulation of all results.

Foreign Wines 

	 The 2010 Monterey Wine Competition accepts entries from commercial 
wineries worldwide. It is best for foreign wineries to use their own importer 
or agent to clear their wines through U.S. Customs. A winery without 
representation in the United States may still enter using the MWC’s import 
agent, Wine Cellar Productions Inc. Wine Cellar Productions will need winery 
name, wine name, grape varieties and alcohol content on each wine for the 
forms it submits to the TTB for the approvals that are required to clear U.S. 
Customs. A fee of $75 will be charged for clearing up to three entries through 
Customs. The fee for more than three entries is $150. All import fees are due 
in advance along with the entry fees. Information about the wines to be cleared 
should be faxed to 619-294-4878 or emailed to Director Robert Whitley at 
whitleyonwine@yahoo.com.
